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BPC is still running well, thanks to the support from both inside Timor Leste and
from abroad. We have good relationship with many groups and many individuals.
These relationships are helping us as a new nation to develop. The relationships
formed at the clinic are not only about health, but also will play an important role for
cultural understanding and international relations.

1. Dengue

Dengue is the main problem that we are confronting now. Dengue has resulted in 12 deaths already
and there are till 78 persons suffering. At the moment we are trying to work together with the
Ministry of Health and Dili National Hospital to solve this problem.

The clinic aims to:

a. To reduce the transmission of dengue by putting into place preventative measures such as
new fly screens, mosquito coils, on the wards.

b. Toincrease detection of dengue by putting into place a new screening programme testing all
children with fevers.

c. Toliaise with Dili National Hospital regarding shared care of dengue patients.

3. Medicine

It has become increasingly difficult to bring donated medicines through the Customs by overseas
friends and volunteers. Some of these medicines are not available in Timor Leste and we need to get
them from overseas. This makesit difficult to prescribe the best medication for acertainillness. The
Ministry of Health does provide some essential medicines although some months we do run out of
these.

4. Volunteers

Some volunteers just finished their time at BPC and now return to continue study in their
hometown. At the moment we have about 8 volunteers working here. Most are them from Australia.
Simon and Christina are final year medical students whilst and LIoyd Kwanten isin his second year
as a medical student. Virginia Dawson from New Zealand is an International Development
university student. Three volunteers are from England, Olivia Hum (a Doctor) and Wendy Jones
and Charlotte Hall (both final year medical students) and Eugene one from Irish Dentist. Volunteers
play a very important role and sharing their knowledge and experience with BPC nurses and
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technical staff. We greatly appreciate them for their contribution to the day to day running of the
clinic and also for their kindness.

5. Mobile Clinic

The volunteers that are here at the moment do not just work at clinic, they rotate and do
consultations in some remote areas of Liquica, a District of east of Dili such as the villages of as
Leorema, Fahilebu, Metagou and Bazartete. During the current wet season the mud and poor roads
that makes it difficult to reach these places, but with careful driving the Clinic’s four-wheel drive
ambulance usually gets through.

6. Finance

Christine Carberry from AFAP, our permanent donor, recently visited BPC. We had a great talk
about the plans for the future. Christine purchased a computer to assist with financial control and
wrote a report with recommendations for future development of the management of the clinic.

7. Three Timorese Volunteers from Fiji Medical School

There are three Timorese Medical Students Volunteers from Fiji, they were work here for 2 months.
According to them, it is a great thing for them by having a good experience in the future when they
return to Fiji.

8. Scholar ship in Fiji.

Celestina Aurea Magno Ximenes or Tina is a one of Timorese Volunteer who has been working
here for about four months, has gained the scholarship to study in Fiji. Here she has worked in the
laboratory, helping translate for volunteers and assisted with patient registration. Now she has
passed the selection to go to Fiji to study pharmacy for 4 years. It is great for us because she will
gain knowledge to bring back to Timor Leste.
